NC Department of Health and Human Services (NCDHHS) Food Assistance:

* The Food and Nutrition Services Program (FNS) is a federal program that provides eligible individuals or families a monthly
amount of money for food. Money cannot be used to buy tobacco, pet food, paper products, soap products, or alcoholic
beverages. FNS participants can now purchase groceries online using their Electronic Benefit Transfer (EBT) cards through
Instacart.com or the Instacart mobile app, providing access to an additional authorized online EBT retailer, Food Lion. There are
3 ways to apply:

»  Apply online with ePass at epass.nc.gov.

= Apply in-person at the Orange County Department of Social Services (DSS).

= Fill out a paper application at www.orangecountync.gov /1870 /Application-Information and mail in or drop off at
Orange County DSS.

» WIC provides access to food, breastfeeding support, and encouragement for eligible moms-to-be, new moms and families, and
young children up to age 5.
